We aim to prepare children for life beyond our village setting, knowing that they will enter into a diverse and ever changing world. We ensure that the fundamental British Values are introduced, discussed and lived out through the ethos, values and work of our school. All curriculum areas provide a vehicle for furthering understanding of these concepts and, in particular, our RE, PSHE/SEAL lessons and assemblies provide excellent opportunities to deepen and develop understanding. Children embrace these concepts with enthusiasm and demonstrate a good understanding of their application to their own lives

	We have an elected School Council.  This is used as an opportunity to promote and teach about democracy and the electoral process. 
The children have a voice and are able to see the impact they have on decision making in our school.
We encourage volunteers in and out of school.  This includes things like National skipping day, lunch helper, families volunteering in the local community and also raising money for local and national charities.  
The beginnings of democracy are taught through historical study of the Ancient Greek civilisation.
Democracy is also promoted through additional PSHE / RE/ SEAL lessons and assemblies.

	Through RE and Collective worship we seek to teach children to have clear ideas about right & wrong.

The children are actively involved in creating rules and codes of conduct for their class and school. They have ownership of these codes of conduct.

We have a clearly structured behaviour policy which all stakeholders understand and follow. There are rewards for exhibiting good and caring behaviour, and the consistent demonstration of our values is recognised through such things as weekly certificates and half termly raffle ticket prizes in our celebration assembly. 
We have sanctions for when things are not going so well. The ‘Oasis Quiet Zone’ is used to help children consider possible alternatives to choices made and offer solutions and resolutions.
Through our school assemblies, circle time and PSHE children are taught how to earn trust and respect and are supported to develop a strong sense of morality; knowing right from wrong and doing the right thing even when it’s difficult.
We have visits from a variety of outside agencies~ The Police, Fire Service, Devon recycling and South West Water who follow rules and regulations.
Children are taught to respect their rights and the rights of others.
We regularly review behaviour incidents in school and share these with key stakeholders.

	The school embraces individuality and is compassionate towards everyone. We aim to remove all barriers to learning and prepare all children for the world ahead.

Through our school values and the SEAL / PSHE curriculum, children are taught about personal responsibility, choices, ambition and aspiration.  They are encouraged to take opportunities to follow their interests in for example, art, music, sport etc.
The children are empowered to be independent and develop life skills.

SEAL has specific units relating to individual liberty including ‘Good To Be Me!’

Children are offered many opportunities to make choices: EG through forest school, at playtime, in EYFS, in lessons they are encouraged to take risks and explore challenges.

There is support for children when things go wrong.

Thrive is offered to support those with developmental or emotional gaps in their learning.

Children are taught how to keep themselves safe, including on-line.  This is done through computing lessons, assemblies and family workshops, as well as through the PSHE curriculum.

United Nations CRC Article 12:  Children have the right to say what they think should happen, when adults are making decisions that affect them, and to have their opinions taken into account.
UN CRC Article 19:  Governments should ensure that children are properly cared for, and protect them from violence, abuse and neglect by their parents, or anyone else who looks after them.
UN CRC Article 31:  All children have a right to relax and play, and to join in a wide range of activities.
UN CRC Article 15:  Children have the right to meet together and to join groups and organisations, as long as this does not stop other people from enjoying their rights.
UN CRC Article 2:  The Convention applies to everyone whatever their race, religion, abilities, whatever they think or say and whatever type of family they come from.
UN CRC Article 30:  Children have a right to learn and use the language and customs of their families, whether these are shared by the majority of people in the country or not.
UN CRC Article 14:  Children have the right to think and believe what they want, and to practise their religion, as long as they are not stopping other people from enjoying their rights. Parents should guide their children on these matters.
